of Cultural, Educational and Research Co-operation
between the Governments of Romania
and the Kingdom of Norway.

The Government of the Kingdom of Norway and the Government of Romania,
desirous to further develop and strengthen the co-operation between the two states
in the fields of culture, education and research, and referring to the Cultural
Agreement of 23 November 1976, have agreed upon the present Pragramme of Co-
operation.

I. CO-OPERATION WITHIN THE FIELD OF EDUCATION, RESEARCH, ARTS AND
CULTURE, MEDIA, YOUTH AND SPORTS

Both Parties will continue to encourage co-operation between institutions of higher
learning and research in the two states in all fields, with the aim of carrying out joint
research projects, organising seminars, exchanging publications etc.

Both Parties welcome the development of contacts between institutions and
encourage co-operation by way of exchange of persons, information, exhibitions and
artistic performances etc. Besides education and research, co-operation would be
relevant in the areas of:

- exhibitions and fine arts

- music, opera, ballet, theatre and cinema

- libraries and literature museums, restoration and conservation of monuments of
culture

- archives

- radio, television and the press

- youth and sports

Il. SCHOLARSHIPS FOR RESEARCH, EDUCATION AND THE ARTS

Both Parties have agreed to award the following scholarships on a yearly basis:

» Scholarships for short term visits by specialists within the field of research,
education, culture and the arts

» Government scholarships for students and young researchers.

» Scholarships for students on university summer courses.




lIl. GENERAL PROVISIONS

Quotas and all practical matters such as rates, deadlines etc. are specified in the
enclosed annex. Amendments shall be decided and dealt with jointly by the
institutions responsibie for the implementation of the scholarships.

In Norway the responsible institution is:
The Research Council of Norway, The International Scholarship Section

In Romania the responsible institution is:

The Ministry of National Education

The programme will enter into force on the date of the signature and shall remain
valid until a new programme has been negotiated and signed.

Either Party may at any time ask for consultations for the purpose of renegotiating

the programme.

Both Parties shall make every effort to communicate the names of the successful
candidates to the sending country within 3 (three) months from the date of receipt.

The sending Party must notify the receiving Party of the exact date of the arrival of
the successful candidates at least 2 weeks in advance.

For Romanian citizens in Norway:

The deadline for the submission of applications of candidates to Norway for the next
academic year is 1 February.

Each of the nominated candidates must fill in the application form supplied by the
Research Council, International Scholarship Section for this purpose and supply
requested enclosures. Candidates shall normally be under the age of 35 years.

The candidates nominated must have a working knowledge of Norwegian or another
Scandinavian language, English, German or French - or another language that can
be accepted by the host institution.

Norway will provide the following:

* A monthly scholarship of NOK 6,200. -

* A lump sum of NOK 2,000.- for initial expenses.
* Alump sum of NOK 2,000.- for study trips.

The scholarship holders will be placed at state financed institutions of higher learning
and research that do not charge tuition fees. A first-semester registration fee plus
regular semester fee (currently approx. NOK 365.- per semester) is required for
scholarship holders who want to sit for an official examination, and will be paid by the
scholarship holder. Although not compulsory, it is advisable to pay the semester fee
in order to benefit from facilities offered by the Student Welfare Organisation
(Studentsamskipnaden) such as sports facilities, the university health service,
admittance to student restaurants, ticket reductions for theatres and concerts,
reduction on train fares etc.

Scholarship holders will automatically be covered by the national health insurance
scheme.

For Norwegian citizens in Romania:

The deadline for submission of applications for scholarships in Romania for the
following academic year is 31 March.




Each candidate nominated must fill in the Romanian application form, giving detailed
information on their personal and academic background and language ability and
detailed plan of study.

Romania will provide the following:

A monthly allowance in keeping with its financial internal regulations for foreign
students/scholarship holders:

« Accommodation in student hostels in keeping with its regulations in force for its
own students.

« Medical care free of charge, except chronic diseases and dental prosthesis in the
same condition as for its own students.

Students will also be exempt from tuition fees.

3. Short term visits (specialists, guest lecturers, artists etc.).
Nominations and financial conditions.

Candidates may either be nominated by the sending Party or invited by the receiving
Party. Nominations or invitations should be forwarded at least 3 (three) months prior
to the proposed date of arrival. Special forms are to be used.

The Parties will make every effort to communicate the result of the nominations to
the sending country within 3 (three) months from the date of receipt and at least 1
(one) month prior to the proposed date of arrival.

Exact date of arrival and means of transportation shall be made known to the
receiving Party at least 1 (one) month in advance.

The sending country will cover the cost of travel from the home country to the place
of destination in the receiving country. The receiving country will cover expenses for
room and board, as well as travels within the host country required for the relevant
programme.

Candidates are required to have a good working knowledge of the language of the
host country or English, German or French.

If the visit concerns a guest lecturer, any fees will have to be agreed upon between
the lecturer and the host institution.

For Romanian citizens in Norway:
« Hotel accommodation (tourist class hotel or rented accommodation).

+ A daily allowance of NOK 360.-




For Norwegian citizens in Romania:
« Hotel accommodation and board in keeping with its internal financial regulations,
* Internal transport costs requested by the visit programme

» Free of charge medical care in case of emergency in public hospitals, except
chronic diseases and dental prosthesis.

4. Summer scholarships.
Nominations and financial conditions

For Norwegian citizens in Romania:

Candidates will be nominated by the Research Council, International Scholarship
Section.

All meals, accommodation, intemnal travel, tuition fees and pocket money in
accordance with the requirements of the study programme will be covered.

The deadline for nominations is 1 April.

For Romanian citizens in Norway:
Applications for scholarships must be made on special forms, which shall be
forwarded directly from the Romanian scholarship authorities to the International
Summer School of the University of QOslo.

The deadline for nominations is 1 April.

The scholarship covers board and lodging expenses and pocket money.
